Directions: In preparation for your book talk in September, choose 4 of the following questions for each book you have read. Take notes on the questions you choose. You may choose different questions for each book. 

Questions for Book Talk:

1. Talk about an important choice that a character has made that has influenced his/her situation.

2. Discuss a change in relationship that occurred between 2 characters.

3. Discuss something that surprised you in your reading. For example, you might not have expected a particular character’s action, thought, or personality trait.

4. If you had to identify with one of the characters, which one would it be and why?

5. Tell about an emotion that was significant in the book you read. For example, it might be a sad, humorous, or joyous moment that struck you.
6. What do you think the author wants you to learn through reading his/her work.

7. Talk about an important life lesson learned by one of the characters.

8. Make a connection between the bok you are reading and another book you have read.
