Fahrenheit 451 by Ray Bradbury

	For this project, you will have the opportunity to be creative and choose the assignment you wish to complete.

[bookmark: _GoBack]	Choose one of the following options for your final project on Fahrenheit 451 by Ray Bradbury.  Projects will be graded on effort, creativity, how well you demonstrate your understanding of the novel, and how well you complete all facets of whichever option you choose, in addition to the conventions of standard written English.


Choice A: The Dystopian Soundtrack
Make a mix tape or CD for “Guy Montag: The Movie,” or “Living in Dystopia.” Each song on the soundtrack should have some major connection to the novel.

Requirements:
· 5 songs
· Name for the tape/CD
· You must design a cover for the case—something that appropriately connects the songs and the novel
· On the back of the cover list all the titles and artists of the songs you selected
· For each song, you must write at least one full, well-developed paragraph of in-depth analysis/description that explains the song’s connection to the novel.  You must use text-based evidence (quotations from the text) in your explanation.




Choice B: Guy Montag’s Scrapbook
Compile a scrapbook of memorabilia and pictures that Guy Montag might have collected throughout his “journey” in the novel.  Think of images that keep recurring in the novel, the places he travels, the experiences he has, the people he meets, and anything else he collects.  Each item should have its own caption.

Requirements:
· Title page (including title of your piece, name, class/section)
· At least 5 pieces of memorabilia/pictures
· Each item must have at least  one full, well-developed paragraph explaining its significance
· In your captions, you must use text-based evidence to support your items
· All artifacts must be captioned with the following: where he got it/met the person/where it happened, why it is significant to Guy, and the page(s) in the novel where it is mentioned.

Choice C: Graphic Novel/Comic Book
Recreate the story in comic book format.  Chose the most important scene(s) (in your view), and tell the story of Fahrenheit 451.

Requirements:
· Title page (including title of your piece, name, class/section)
· It must include artwork (should be in color—unless you explain otherwise) and text
· You must use text-based evidence in your narrative
· You must write an introduction in which you explain what you tried to capture in your recreation of the novel
· If you are interested in this choice, you should speak to me individually to work out how to complete it.

Choice D: Movie Trailer
How would you create an exciting trailer for Fahrenheit 451?   Choose the most important symbols and themes to touch on.  You can act or you can assemble one from various clips. 
Requirements:
· 2 Minutes in Length
· You must use text-based evidence in your narrative
· You must write an introduction in which you explain what you tried to capture in your movie trailer.

· If you are interested in this choice, you should speak to me individually to work out how to complete it.
